He wll argue that experinental aesthetics shoul d be understood in a historica context
enconpassi hg schol arship in art history, anthropol ogy, philaosophy, and psychol ogy. Foll owng Goethe, he wll stress the
priority of aesthetic phenonena, visual or literary, over theory and net hod as a basi s for uni fyi ng the vari ous appr oaches
toschol arship. Frof. Qupchi kw1 thensurveythenany different techni ques(e. g., verbal scal erating, narrative conmentary,
MR) that he has appliedtostudy the receptionof abroadrange of aesthetic naterialsincluding paintings, short stories,
phot ographs, industria design objects, and so forth. It isinportant to reflect on the promise and linitati ons of each
technique. The overall goal of the lecture wil be to describe a unifying process underlying these different areas of
aesthetic reception and t o showhowour under st andi ng of aesthetics can contribute tothe devel opnent of a General Theory
of Enotion.
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
